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WHAT DOES THE TOWN CLERK DO?

The Town Clerk serves a two-year term and is an elected position. The Town Clerk must be a town resident, US Citizen and at least 18 years of age. 

· Attends all Town Board meetings to take and record the minutes of regular meetings, workshop sessions and public meetings.  All meetings must follow Town Law protocol and follow all rules of adoption of local laws and the Town Clerk is responsible for following and implementation of all protocol

· Registrar of Vital Statistics 

· Records Management Officer and FOIL (freedom of information law) Agent

· Licensing Agent for the town

· Vouchers all expenses for the town

In addition to the Town Clerk responsibilities Sandy has served as the Planning Board and Zoning Board secretary (not a Town Clerk position).  These 2 positions will also be vacant in 2018.  Several other offices up for election in November include Town Supervisor, Highway Superintendent, 2 Town Board positions and the Tax Collector position.

HOW TO MAKE THE CODE ENFORCER HAPPY?

The weather is getting warmer and the days longer, spring time is at our door step and summer is just around the corner. With spring comes that dreaded spring cleaning.  Here are some tips for spring cleaning that will keep the code enforcement officer happy. (Note: there are specific fines and penalties for noncompliance of property maintenance clean up and motor vehicles that are unlicensed, or inoperable).

Waste Disposal: 

This is referring to household waste, such as garbage from cooking and eating (food scraps etc.) There are waste disposal contractors who pick up on a regular basis please use them.  Items such as furniture, old beds, construction scrap, glass, etc. should be taken to the County dump and not left to rot and draw rodents or unwanted insects and animals. (Note: it is illegal to burn these items.  It is a DEC violation).

Property Maintenance:

Maintain your lawn and trees: unkempt lawns are not only unappealing to view, but can also serve as a perfect home for vermin. We have a 10 inch height limit for grass in the Town. Unhealthy trees can be hazardous, so it is crucial to have them evaluated.

Swimming Pools: 

Make sure swimming pools are up to par. Standing water attracts mosquitoes. Maintain the filtration system.  Make sure all child safety barriers are in compliance and that all pool alarms are working. 

Maintain the Property Structure.

Dangerous structures can be condemned in order to protect the public safety. These properties are detrimental to the community. As a property owner please eliminate factors that threaten the property and structure, such as excess clutter, biohazards, and weakened structural features.

In October 2016 the new property maintenance code went into effect, it is important to be aware of the changes and even the procedures as they changed as well. If cleaning is too excessive to tackle alone, specialized heavy duty cleaning services are available.  Make your code enforcement officer happy, help maintain your neighborhood.
